PROCEDURAL MATTERS

1. Simone Vannucci, coach of ITA 16, attended the hearing as an observer.
2. Tian Wang, China team leader, attended the hearing as an observer.

FACTS FOUND

1. Wind approximately 7 to 8 knots, flat water.
2. ITA 16 was sailing on starboard tack on a beat to windward.
3. CHN 18 was sailing on starboard tack, 40m clear ahead and approximately 25m to leeward of ITA 16.
4. CHN 18 tacked onto port and then she was on a collision course with ITA 16.
5. At that time the distance between the kiteboards was about 20m.
6. When ITA 16's kiteboard was about 15m away from CHN 18, ITA 16 slowed down, bore away and passed behind

CHN 18.
7. If ITA 16 had not changed course, there would have been a contact between the kites.
8. CHN 18 did not change her course.
9. There was no contact.

10. Neither kiteboard took a penalty.

1. CHN 18 on port failed to keep clear of ITA 16 on starboard, and broke RRS 10.
